1. The wiring can be solid or stranded with a cross-sectional area of 0.5 to 2 mm?. 0.5-2.0mm?
Conventional 1mm? can withstand 10A output current. 5:
2. When wiring is installed, the terminals must be tightened. 4-5mm

If they are not tightened, the contact point resistance will be too high and the terminals will
easily burn due 1o heat when used at full load for a long fime.

Note: The oufput power of a constant voliage power supply should be at least 1.2 times that of the output load (light strip),
otherwise the full power output of the load can easily cause automatic flickering or shaking of the light.

Light on/off fade time

Llong press maich key 5s, then short press match key 3 times, the light on/off time will be sef o 3s, the indicator light blink 3 times.
long press match key 10s, restore factory default parameter, the light on/off time also restore to 0.5s.
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Push-Dim control

The 3 push key have 3 channel dimming function defaulily.

@ Short press: Turn on or off each channel.
e Long press (1-6s): Press and hold to stepless dimming of each channel,
With every other long press, the light level goes to the opposite direction.

® Dimming memory: light refurns fo the previous dimming level when switched off and on again.

You also can long press push key and Maich key af the same fime fo select 3 kinds light type,
and each light type will have different push key function.

long press 1 key and Match key 2 seconds, set as 3 channel single color type (default).

long press 2 key and Match key 2 seconds, set as dual color type.

long press 3 key and Match key 2 seconds, set as RGB type.

at this time, if the light type has set as dual color or RGB, match remote will not change light type.

If you want fo cancel light type set, please long press Maich key 10 seconds to resfore factory seffing.

Installation Precautions

1. The products shall not be sfacked, the distance should be > 20cm, so as not to affect lifespan of the products due fo poor heat dissipation.

2. The product shall not be installed close to the switching power supply with an interval of > 20cm to avoid radiation interference of the switching power supply.
3. The installation height shall be > Tm from the floor to avoid shortening the remote control distance due fo too weak reception signal.

4. The products are not allowed to be close to or covered by metal objects, with an interval of > 20cm to avoid signal attenuation and shorten the remote distance.
5. Avoid installation at the corner of the wall or the corner of the beam, with an interval of > 20cm to avoid signal interference.
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
